The resistance movements are
organized and launched to expose the human rights violations by governmental authorities and
private bodies on one hand to seek redressal by mobilizing and shaping public opinion on the
other hand.

One example of a resistance movement in India is the Gulabi Gang. The Gulabi Gang is a group
of women activists who wear pink sarees and carry sticks to fight gender-based violence and
discrimination against women in rural areas of India.

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e They are mass-based movements. It means they involve the masses or the common
people.
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e They are reactionary in nature. It means the masses react against the anti-social

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e They are change oriented as they aim at bringing about desired changes in the society.
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They adopt violent or non-violent methods depending upon the nature or seriousness of
the violation.
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
