Willian Wordsworth, one of the
greatest English Poets, is known as a poet
of nature. His romantic poems are well
known for simplicity of language in
describing nature espacially his native
Lake District where he spent most of his

life among lakes and hills. He believed

that true poetry must be simple and free
from artificial styles.

Wordsworth's early life is described
in the long autobiographical poem 'The
Prelude'. He was born at Cockermouth
in the English Country of Cumberland
part of the Lake District on 7 April, 1770.
He was the second child of John and Ann
Wordsworth, "attorney-at-law". His father,
a lawyer, was @ land agent to Lord
Lonsdale. He lost both his parent at an
early age. He was brought up by I".IIS aunt
and uncle. His uncle helped to give him

‘Descriptive Sketches of a Pedestrian Tour
in the Alps'. His meeting with the poet
Samuel Taylor Coleridge in. 1795 helped
him fo devote himselfto peotry. It was a
close friendship between the-two. The
next ten years were wordsworth's most
creative years. His creative power and
imagination were at their best. In 1798
was published the first edition of the
'Lyrical Ballads' (1798-1805) including
'Tintern Abbey', to which Coleridge
Contributed 'The Ancient Mariner'. It was
hardly recognised at the time what an
epoch-making production this was! The
Lyrical Ballads opened upa a new
horizon for English poetry, the ultimate
limits of which have not been explored
even to the present day. The first edition
of the work - A Landmark in English
Literature - was published in 1798. His
sister Dorothy Wordsworth and St
Coleridge encouraged him in his writing.
During the period of disillusionment his
greatest comforter proved his sister
Dorothy :

‘She gave me eyes, She gave me
ears And humble cares, and delicate
fears; A heart the fountain of sweet feqrs-
And love, and thought, and joy." '

In the autumn of 1798 wordsworth,

Everybody in the world is seeking
happiness — and there is one sure way to
find.

To make people like you instantly,
make the other person feel important —
and do it sincerely. It is unvanished truth
that almost every man you meet feels
himself superior to you in some way; and
a sure way to win his heart is to let him
realise in some doubting way that you
recognize it sincerely. Remember what
Emerson said, "Every man [ meet is some
way my superior, and in what [ can learn
of him."

And the pathetic part of it is that
frequently those who have the least
justification for a feeling of achievement
bolster up their inner feeling of inadequacy
by an outward shouting and tumult and
conceit that are offensive and truely
nauseating.

As Shakespeare put it, "Man, proud
man! dressed in a little brief authorlty, plays
such a fantastic trick before hlgh heaven

as to make the angles weep.'
Also there is one important law of

human conduct. If we obey thahlaw we
shall almost never get into trou&e In fact,
that law if obeyed, will bring us® countless
friends and constant happiness. But the
very instant we break the law, we shall get
into endless trouble. The law is this, "Always
make the other person feel important.” The
desire to be important is the deepest urge
human nature; and Professor Willium
James says, 'The deepest principal in
human nature is the carving to be
appreciated.”

You can use this philosophy of
appreciation whether your listener is the
Chief Minister of a state or the President
of a Country. Also you can work like magic
with it every day.

Little phrases such as "I'm sorry to
trouble you," would you be so kind asto —
"won't you please . "would you mind",
"Thank you" — Little courtesies like that
oil the cogs of monotonous grind of
everyday life — and, incidently, they are
the hallmark of good breeding. O O

Jane Austen, tell us blunily that
Charlotte 'without thinking highly of either
men or of matrimony' had always had
marriage as her objecis because it was the
only honourable provisions for well
educated, young women of small fortune
and while it may not have provided
happiness, it would at least have profected
them from want. The only option for
unmarried woman in Jane Austen's time
was fo care for someone else's children as
Jane Austen herself did ; as there were no
out lets for a woman in industry, commerce,
business or education except working as q
governess or a feacher in a boarding
school. The novles of Jane Austen —
especially Pride and Prejudice — dramatize
the economic in equality of woman,
showing how woman had o marry
undesirable persons in order to gain some
financial security.
